The Samuel Femiano Menõs Studies Lecture Fund is an endowment created to sup-
port an invited Menõs Studies lecture each year at the  AMSA Menõs Studies 
Conference.  This annual lecture will be titled The Femiano Lecture in Menõs Stud-
ies.  Sam Femiano (1932-2009) was a founding member of  AMSA and a mentor 
and friend to the Board and to those entering the field of Menõs Studies.  As a 
therapist, Sam was a passionate supporter of  developing a critical social dis-
course on men and masculinity. He served two terms as AMSA President, two 
terms as AMSA Treasurer & Secretary and held a seat as an elected member of  

the AMSA Board of  Directors from 1991-2009.  Sam contributed immeasurably to the devel-
opment of  AMSA and to its efforts to develop and sustain the critical study of  men and mas-
culinities in a rigorous, open-minded, inclusive and mutually supportive manner.   
 

The Board of Directors of the American Menõs Studies Association established the Loren 
Frankel Student Scholarship Fund in 2005. The fund is dedicated to the memory of  Dr. 
Loren Frankel, a young professor of  psychology at Shepherd University in 
Shepherdstown, West Virginia who died tragically in an automobile accident in 
2004. Dr. Frankel was known as an inspiring teacher, an accomplished scholar, 
and a respected colleague. The Scholarship Fund supports students engaged in 
the critical study of  men and masculinities like Dr. Frankel. It provides up to 
$500 each year to a qualified student or students attending and presenting at 
the annual AMSA Menõs Studies Conference.
